Lightning Statement To Be Read at Outside Events
Baseball (Waterloo Riverfront Stadium)-

In the event of lightning, thunder, or other severe weather, it is the policy of the UNI Athletic Department that all spectators immediately evacuate the grandstand and bleacher areas.  It is advised that spectators evacuate to hard-topped vehicles until it has been determined that it is safe to return to the grandstand and bleacher areas.

Women’s Soccer / Softball-

In the event of lightning, thunder, or other severe weather, it is the policy of the UNI Athletic Department that all spectators immediately evacuate the field area.  It is advised that spectators evacuate to the UNI-Dome, Wellness Recreation Center, or to hard-topped vehicles until it has been determined that it is safe to return to the field area.

Outdoor Track-

In the event of lightning, thunder, or other severe weather, it is the policy of the UNI Athletic Department that all spectators immediately evacuate the grandstand and field areas.  It is advised that spectators evacuate to hard-topped vehicles until it has been determined that it is safe to return to the grandstand and field areas.

Off-Campus Athletic Venues (e.g.  Cross Country, Golf, etc.)-

In the event of lightning, thunder, or other severe weather, it is the policy of the UNI Athletic Department that all spectators immediately evacuate the area.  It is advised that spectators evacuate to hard-topped vehicles or fully enclosed buildings until it has been determined that it is safe to return to the grandstand and bleacher areas.
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
